aduate levels.
& Qut of 9, seven BTech
programmes have been
awarded accreditation sta-
tus for six years, and the
othertwohave beenawarded
accreditation for three ye-
ars. Programmes that recei-
ved six-year accreditation
are chemical engineering;
civil engineering; computer
science and engineering;
electrical and electronics
engineering;  mechanical
engineering;electronicsand
communication  enginee-
ring; and information tech-
nology (academic year 2022-
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23 to 2027-28). Two program-
mes, mining engineering
a_p.d metallurgical and mate-
rials engineering, were
awarded accreditation sta-
tusfor three years(academic
year 2022-23 to 2024-25).

The institute applied for
the accreditation of thege
programmes in August 2022,
by submitting self-assess.
ment reports (SAR) to the
NBA. The results of the eva-
luation were made available
by NBA on April17, and May
26, 2023, respectively, for the
two phases of evaluation.

The previous accredita-
tion status of 9 UG program-
mes were in place for 6+2 ye-
ars, with effect from July 1,
2014, up to June 30, 2022, under
the first cycle.
